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Summary

Eastman is the first UK chemical plant to install wind turbines for on-site generation of
green energy, supporting their competitiveness and security of electricity supply. Wind
Direct installed two 2MW wind turbines on Eastman’s industrial complex, north east of
Workington. The civil works began in May 2006 and were completed in October 2006
on time and on budget. The site is fully operational and the turbines are supplying green
electricity directly into the site; they have performed better than expected, producing 7
million kWhs to date and saving 3000 tonnes of CO2.

The Eastman installation was a pioneering project for Wind Direct - to date there are very
few turbines situated in heavy industrial engineering environments. During the project
wind turbine technology advanced and Eastman were keen to ensure that the very latest
turbine technology was installed; putting them at the forefront of green energy
generation.

How did it start?

Euan Cameron, Managing Director of Wind Prospect (Wind Direct’s parent company)
remembers how it started: “Our involvement with Eastman started several years ago
when the energy manager of Eastman got in touch with me to ask about wind turbines.
Throughout the project Eastman have been a very positive partner, and very practically
minded. They put considerable effort into the technical and commercial aspects of the
scheme. Their commitment and competence has been a key factor in getting this
pioneering project built.”

Involving the local community

Eastman were very committed to having green energy on the site, and they were also very
committed to involving the local community. They set up a community liaison panel and
worked with Wind Direct to send out newsletters to the local community. Working
together we helped to ensure that community concerns were addressed as early as
possible in the development process. Eastman was particularly supportive throughout the
planning process.
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Health & safety during construction

During the construction of the project health and safety was clearly a prime issue for
Eastman, given the nature of activities on-site. However, Eastman were very proactive
and pragmatic in working with us. They helped us to resolve health and safety issues in a
positive manner so that the works could proceed efficiently and effectively.
